CONCLUSIONS OF THE THIRTEENTH MEETING
OF THE STEERING COMMITTEE
29 NOVEMBER - 01 DECEMBER 2004
DELHI - INDIA
CONCLUSIONS DP 1 – 3RD SARAST MEETING RECOMMENDATIONS AND CONCLUSIONS
1.
The Recommendations and Conclusions from the 3rd SARAST Meeting were reviewed. The Steering Committee noted the progress made on the Decisions of the 10th and 12th Steering Committee Meetings (related to the 1st and 2nd SARAST Meetings). It accepted the Recommendations / Conclusions from the 3rd SARAST Meeting for implementation with the following directions:

(a)
All CAST / JSSI recommendations are to be reviewed by SARSAT and taken up for implementation, if applicable, in a time bound manner.    


(b)
The Steering Committee agreed to continue implementation of the conclusions of SARAST when these are endorsed by the Steering Committee.


(c)
The Steering Committee reviewed the decision of the 12th Steering Committee Meeting to appoint a Coordinator for SARAST and decided to dispense with the need to appoint a separate SARAST Coordinator.

(d)
 COSCAP-SA to continue with the existing practice of concurrently addressing the communications to the Directors General and the Team Members and the latter will act as the respective States’ SARAST Coordinators.


(e)
The States’ SARAST Coordinators will serve as the focal point and ensure implementation of the SARAST Recommendations. The State Coordinator will compile and provide the requisite information to COSCAP-SA office and also keep the Director General informed of the status of implementation.

(f)
The Steering Committee directed that the ATM issues finalized by CAST / JSSI be taken up for deliberation at the 4th SARAST Meeting. It was agreed that all States will appoint ATM Team Member(s) from the regulatory body and / or the service providers. The appointed ATM Team Member(s) must attend SARAST Meetings on ATM issues.
CONCLUSIONS DP 2 – REVIEW OF ACTION TAKEN ON THE DECISIONS OF THE TWELFTH MEETING OF THE STEERING COMMITTEE
2.
(a)
The action taken on the decisions of the 12th Meeting of the Steering Committee 
were reviewed and accepted.

(b)
States to provide comments to the COSCAP-SA office by 28th February 2005 on 
the Institutional Framework and Administrative Procedures Manual (IF&APM) 
prepared 
by ICAO. Comments once received 
are to be forwarded to ICAO TCB for incorporation as 
required.

CONCLUSIONS DP 3 – COST VERSUS BENEFIT
3.
The Steering Committee noted the on-going high benefit / cost ratio of COSCAP-SA to its Member States.
CONCLUSIONS DP 6 – FUNDING AND BUDGET
4.
The paper presented by TCB, ICAO was accepted by the Members with the following conclusions:

(a)
The Budget as outlined in Appendix II of DP 6 was accepted.

(b)
The Meeting reviewed and acknowledged the status of contributions both financial 
and in-kind provided to the Programme by Donors.
(c)
States and Donors are requested to kindly take early action for the provision of 
funding for 2004-2005 and 2005-2006.

(d)
States are requested to provide their full share of contribution as per the agreed 
formula to ensure sustainability of the Programme.

CONCLUSIONS DP 7 - EXPANSION OF COSCAP-SA PHASE II THROUGH ADDITIONAL DONOR FUNDING
5.
The Steering Committee endorsed in principle the amendments made to the Programme Document vide Revision 2 with the following change:

(a)
Merge Objectives 3 (Aerodrome Certification) and 4 (Air Traffic Services) into one 
objective to cover the decision made by the 35th Assembly 
regarding the movement towards 
a Systems Approach for the USOAP 
programme. The present contents of Objective 3 and 
Objective 4 would remain the same under the new Objective.


(b)
Additionally, a clause is to be incorporated into this Objective enabling the 
Steering Committee to expand the scope of work and activities, as per the 
expansion of the 
USOAP.  
6.  Discussions were held regarding the objectives outlined in the EC grant application. States agreed that the objectives reflected in the application are acceptable and encompass:


(a)
Institutionalization of COSCAP-SA,


(b)
Expanding activities to prepare States for the expansion of the USOAP; and


(c)
Working towards harmonization of regulations in the region.
CONCLUSIONS DP 4 – COSCAP-SA PROGRAMME PROGRESS UPDATE
7.
The Meeting noted the progress made by the COSCAP-SA programme to date. In addition, the SC Meeting provided guidance on the following Outputs / Activities:


(a)
Steering Committee reviewed the priority for the engagement of a PLE and requested that ICAO may kindly initiate the process for engaging a suitable PLE from within the region for a short term assignment. ICAO may also look at 
the possibility of finding a donor to support the assignment, and/or the resubmission of the IFFAS application to cover a regional expert.  In case donor support is not available COSCAP-SA funds may be utilized for the purpose, once 
additional funding is received from the Member States.


(b) The Steering Committee authorized the new Chairman (Director General, Civil Aviation Department, Maldives) to decide on the appointment of the PLE based on the availability of funds.

CONCLUSIONS DP 5 – COSCAP-SA TRAINING REPORT
8.
The Steering Committee expressed its satisfaction over the training provided so far. The Meeting also noted the training provided under the two EU Projects. The Report was accepted with the following conclusions:

(a)
COSCAP-SA to continue providing classroom training including refresher and recurrent training.
(b)
The SC requested ICAO to kindly assist with the preparation of a list of regional experts following the procedures to be worked out. The States were requested to prepare a list of such persons who could be loaned to COSCAP-SA for use by other States. The initial list prepared by States is to be forwarded by COSCAP-SA to ICAO AP Regional Office by  March, 2005.
(c)
The Meeting agreed in principle that such persons should be accredited appropriately following the procedures to be established.
(d)
FAA re-affirmed its support to the Programme and agreed to provide necessary training requested of them.

(e)
Airbus re-affirmed its support to the programme and will make available the requested training. Airbus will coordinate with COSCAP-SA to determine the priority.

TCB, ICAO provided an update on the status of the CASP - Asia Pacific

Committee. The Committee appreciated the efforts of COSCAP-SA in developing 
the website and assured all possible support to provide the necessary 
information to update the data bases.
