Qualification Requirements:

1 .
Tertiary or technical qualifications in an aviation discipline or equivalent qualifications and experience in ATS / ATM regulatory activity at a senior level in a civil aviation administration.

2.
A minimum of 10 years of experience in a civil aviation ATS authority with responsibility for Air Traffic Services management. 

3.  
Detailed knowledge and understanding of established principles, practices and procedures relevant to ATS / ATM regulation function, including ICAO ATS standards and recommended practices, as well as associated guidance material relating to the regulation of air traffic services /management. 

4.
Fully conversant with ICAO ATS / ATM Certification and Audit Programme.

5.
Completed an accredited quality system auditor training course or have practical experience in aviation system auditing.

6.
Familiarity with ATS organization and staffing; and a sound understanding of the requirements to support a regulatory framework for ATS / ATM safety oversight.

Fluency in English language together with a demonstrated ability to produce well 
structured planning documents, briefing papers and comprehensive reports.

Initiative, tact, sound judgement and ability to maintain harmonious working relationships.
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Duties:

1.
During missions to States, conduct reviews of and report on ATS / ATM certification activity undertaken by national aviation authorities.

2.
During missions to States, review and evaluate the state of preparedness of regulatory authorities for future ICAO USOAP activity, with particular emphasis on compliance with Annex 11 Standards and Recommended Practices.  Provide technical assistance to States with regard to demonstrating compliance to Annex 11.  

3. Conduct pre-audit inspections for ICAO USOAP and assist with development and implementation of audit related action plans.  Assess effectiveness of remedial actions proposed and implemented. Also provide on the job training to the National Inspectors.
4. Together with the PC and other Regional Inspectors as determined, conduct training activity for initial and/or refresher courses in the COSCAP-SA member States on concepts for ATM Safety Management Systems.

5.
Assist in the development of an ATS Safety Management Manual.

6.
As necessary and requested, undertake audits and perform inspections of service providers 
on behalf of member States. 

7.
Perform any other duties, as required, falling within the scope of competence of the expert.
